7. I would love to get rid of the ********* that comes when one uses the measurements. I actually spend a few seconds every time to delete them. Vote taking at meeting –majority of people agree they would like to get rid of the stars, Jay will consider
8. We should consider “automated” BP population- whenever 2-3 integers is followed by a / and then 2-3 integers, this should be read as a BP reading and automatically copied to the measurements. I believe this is possible. Jay aware and has been thinking about something like this for a while
9. Having the text from the boxes unwrapped in the consultation letter field.

10. Getting rid of the duplicate eLabs.

11. Not having to wade through lab results when you've had a locum because you have to personally acknowledge every single lab result.

Quick Billing at the patient encounter: I envision that when one sees a patient that one starts the encounter by clicking on either one or more of the disease registry diagnoses OR on a disease in a new customizable box of “common ailments”. This is then the patient’s “reason for visit”. (the new customizable box would hold such diagnoses as URTI, AOM, Bronchitis, 780,back pain, or whatever diagnoses one uses commonly)When one is done with the encounter, one could then click on one of say 10 customisable “quick bill and save” buttons. One button would be for 0100, one for 0101, one for 14091 etc. Clicking on this button would be all that is needed to submit the bill (the diagnosis code (or codes up to 3) would have been determined at the beginning and the “quick bill” button selected would determine the billing). One would still have the option of “standard bill” where one then has access to the present billing screen. Group wasn’t sure what to think of this-may be tabled until BC user group meeting
14.  Another dream would be to have another box with the diagnoses of the last several visits and the dates- something like a visit summary. These could also be used as the “reason for visit” for the new encounter as in 8. above. 
15. It would be useful when we reply to a message to have a "send and delete" button. What I find myself doing is replying, then having to open up the again messages after sending to delete the message I replied to. Others agreed –Jay will consider
Staff:

1. I think the biggest issue we are facing with Oscar is the Billing and this needs to continue to be worked on.
2. Demographic links (making it easier to link families together) Jay aware-added to wish list

3. When printing the consultations with attachments, have it automated so that one can select “Print consult and all attachments”. At present it is a 3 or 4 stage operation. We are currently using FinePrint  to combine all the pages and then faxing electronically. Jay aware-added to wish list
4. When doing the schedule setting, it would be helpful to have a field where one can enter a note to say what the doctor is doing (at present one can chose “you are here or you are not here” – it would be useful to write “In the ER” or “Out golfing” or whatever).
